‘proper’ shower. There’s storage in
abundance, too.
Electrical hook-up is easy and it wasn’t
long before we were set up and ready
to explore Cornwall.
Padstow is a lovely little town, with

fantastic restaurants – several of them
owned by Rick Stein – stunning scenery
and brilliant walks in every direction.
The harbour is quaint and relaxed and a
trip on the ferry to Rock, across the
harbour, is a must-do.
And the motorhome is a great way to
see somewhere like this. No worries
about trying to book in to hotels and
finding them full, or shelling out a
fortune for a night.
Two nights at our touring park cost £50,
which included electric hook-up, water

and full use of the shower block.
It’s nice to have your own space and
facilities and comfort-wise it’s a big
step up from camping. The joy of taking
you home with you is not to be
underestimated and it’s no surprise that
the motorhome market is rapidly
expanding.
Our trip to Padstow is just one example
of what you could do – imagine being
able to discover somewhere different
every weekend.
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
